 ADMISSIONSéwhere you ought to be 

 
If you have a burning desire to make a mark for yourself  through education, then we are ready to 

fan the fire. Eligibility criteria for admissions to LTC do not require any previous knowledge of the 

subjects to be studied. However  prospective students should have attained a reasonable level of 

literacy and numeracy or where they wish to enroll  for professional examination courses is able to 

provide evidence of holding the necessary eligibility qualifications or their equivalent. 

 
Educational certif icates held by intending students will  vary from country to country; the college 

faculty will  judge these qualifications on their merits and advise the student accordingly.

ADMISSION PROCESS 
 
All  candidates  must  complete  the  Application  Form  and  return  it  to  the  college 
Admission  Office, together with the following:  

 
1.  Two passport size photographs  
2.  Photocopies  of  qu alificati ons-if  other  than  in  English  t ranslat ed  and 

certified by a relevant authority  
3.  Evidence of work experience where applicable  
4.  Passport copy  

 

 
 

If your qualification matches  the  entry  requirements  for  the  course  of your  choice  the 
college will send  you an acceptance letter detailing:  

 
1.  The course which t he application is made  

2.  The curse fee and t he date by which it must be paid  
3.  The date of course commencement  

4.  Maintenance  funds  required  for  the  duration  of the  course  for  students  applying  
from  abroad  

For  overseas  stud ents  the  Acceptance  Letter  may  be  used  to  process  fore ign 
exchange through their Central Banks.  

 
On receipt  of the  tu ition  fee the  College will  issue  a Letter  of Enrolment,  stating  that 

a place has been reserved on th e course  
Payments  may  be made  either  by Bankerõs Draft  or  by Bank  transf er  directly  into  the

Visa  Appli cat ion 
 

 

Once a place  has  been reserved,  students  enquiring  entry  clearance  should  visit  the 
British  High  Comm ission  in  person.  The following  documen ts should  accompany  the 
application:  

 
1.  The Confirmation of  Acceptance for Studi es letter  issued by the college  
2.  Passport  
3.  Documents  showing  your  ability  to pay  for  the  course  during  the  stay  in  the  UK, 

i.e. bank statements, pay slips, letter from employment etc.  

4.  If you  are being  sponsored,  you  will  need a letter  confirming  tha t  the  sponsor  will 
meet  the  cost  of the  course  and  your  stay in  the  UK and  documents  showing  that 
the sponsor has undertaken to pay for it.  

5.  Proof of educational qualifications and training courses completed.  

6.  Letter from your employer if you are worki ng.  
7.  Proof  of the  applicantõs intention  and  fina ncial  means  to return  back  to country  of 

origin after completion of the course.  

 
Further  details  about  visa  application  can  be obtained  from  your  nearest  Briti sh 

High  Commission or Counselor Office.

On Arrival in the UK  

Immigration  author ities  often  require  a student  to show  evidence  of having  been 

accepted  for  a place  at  College,  and  to provide  proof  of ability  to pay  fees and  living 
expenses for the full academic year before allowi ng entry to the UK.  
You will need to or der your British Cur rency and travelerõs cheque and bring en ough  
money  to cover your immediate needs on arrival in the UK.  

 
Airport  Pick -up and A ccommodation  

 
The college can  arr ange an  airport  pic k -up.  Heathrow  airpo rt  is about  15  miles  from 
the  college and  Gatwick  30  miles.  A small  charge  is payab le of £45  form  Heat hrow 

Airport and £60 from Gatwick.  
The college can arrange variety of accommodation depending on your needs. Accommodation can be 
arranged in single rooms or shared rooms with private landlords at your request. The rent for economic 

accommodation is likely to be single room £80 per week and shared £60 per week. If you want us to 

arrange accommodation please write  to the college 4 weeks in advance of your intended travel and 

forward £500 as a deposit for the reservation of  accommodation as all  private landlords require in 

advance.
